The t r a in  i s  turned immediately and begins i t s  return 
t r i p  at 8:30 p.m., a r r i v i n g  at Denver sh o r t l y  a fte r  m idn ight . The only  c lo se  connection 
i t  makes at La Junta i s  with the eastbound Super Ch ie f , and the r a i l road has pet i t ioned 
to d i scont inue  th i s  Denver-La Junta se rv ice .

However, an o f fe r  has been made by a New York o rgan iza t ion  known as the Delavan Founda- 
t ion,  which mi ght conti nue t h i s  se rv ice ,  and even improve i t .  The foundat ion woul d 
purchase an engine and some passenger cars from the Santa Fe, and wou1d expect to pay 
a small ren ta l fee fo r  use of the t r a c k s .
