Pacifics were king of the passenger business until 1930. During their long reign t
were some 6,000 Pacifics built. The first 4-6-2 with a narrow firebox was built in 1
for the Milwaukee Road. By 1902, a wide firebox with outside bearing trailer for
stability became typical when the Missouri Pacific received their Brooks Works 4-6
The Missouri Pacific order gave the 4-6-2 type the name Pacific. Also in 1902 the
Chesapeake and Ohio received their 4-6-2s from ALCO Schenectady. Although mg
were used in passenger service, some, as on the Lackawanna, were built with low
drivers and used in manifest freight service. The finest designs were completed by
with the USRA heavy. The typical Pacific cost $50,000 versus the $400,000 diese
replaced them.

Most fans would nominate the Pennsylvania K4s as the best design. It ran on 80-if
drivers and had an excellent boiler shared with the L1s Mikado that was nearly
impossible to run out of steam. It lasted until the end of steam and commonly ran |
