RGS #20 Update

Work continues in Strasburg, Penn-
sylvania. The locomotive is getting a new
firebox, staybolts, and flues. Most of the
exterior boiler shell will be original. A
lot of repair work has been done on the
frame. The tender is getting refurbished
at this time too.

Galloping Goose Events

The Colorado Railroad Museum held
a “Goose Fest” the weekend after Thanks-
giving. It was the first time in about ten
years that their three RGS motors were
in operation at the same time. Recent re-
pairs and restorations to motors #2, #06,
and #7 allowed them to show off for the
1,000 folks that came out to see and ride
them that weekend. The Museum has
plans for a larger Goose event, with oth-
er visiting Geese, in the spring of 2009.

Santa Specials

The CRRM had about 1,800 people
come through the doors on the second
weekend in December to visit with
Santa in the caboose and ride in one of
the four cars pulled behind #346. The
Cumbres & Toltec ran sold-out Santa
trains from Chama up to about Dalton
and back. The Durango & Silverton ran
several Polar Express story trains, as well
as their New Year’s Eve special. In Mich-
igan, the Huckleberry Railroad made
some snow runs with former Rio Grande
2-8-2 #464. The Sumpter Valley Railway
in Oregon also ran steam specials for a
couple of weekends in December.

New Structure in Alamosa

The San Luis & Rio Grande Railroad
is building a one-stall engine shed with
an inspection pit for their steam loco-
motive. This simple building will be near
the old sanding tower and the east wye.

Bad Luck in Texas

On November 30th near Fort Worth,
the Grapevine Vintage Railroad suffered
a serious failure on their standard gauge
steam locomotive. Former SP #2248 lost
it’s fireman’s side main rod and the cyl-
inder casting was broken. It seems likely
that this 1896 Cooke ten wheeler will be
repaired to run again on this section of

old Cotton Belt trackage.
New Amtrak Leader

The National Railroad Passenger Cor-
poration Board of Directors announced
in late November that it had chosen Jo-
seph Boardman, a nationally recognized
transportation industry professional, to
become president and chief executive of-
ficer of the company, effective Novem-
ber 26, 2008.

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Looking Back At The Blizzard Of The Century In 1949

Sixty years ago, in January of 1949,
several railroads in many western states
were snowbound. This view of a Burl-
ington locomotive buried in snow was
taken near Ashby, Nebraska. Ashby is
located about fifty miles east of Alliance,
in the Nebraska sandhills.

It all started about a week before
Thanksgiving 1948, the Union Pacific
Kansas line was tied up resulting in
the City of St. Louis returning to Den-
ver after spending two days in eastern
Colorado. Cold temperatures and heavy
snows prevailed until January 2nd when
a storm lasting three nights blew in east
of Sherman Hill. The UP had five trains
(three of them streamliners) marooned
between Cheyenne and Sidney, Nebras-
ka. It was this storm that provided the
photo shown above. More than a week
was required clearing major routes, and
some branch lines in Nebraska, Colo-
rado and Wyoming were tied up for at
least 50 days!

It seemed one storm followed another,
and again the UP was tied up west of
Laramie two weeks in February. Twenty
eastbound passenger trains were held at
Green River, Wyoming, and returned to
Salt Lake City to be detoured over the
Rio Grande. Snow fighting equipment
was poorly maintained and broke down.
Private contractors were hired with heavy
equipment. This same storm buried the
Burlington and Northwestern lines all
across central Wyoming and Nebraska
and parts of South Dakota.

The ranchers suffered heavy livestock
losses. The continual winds blew snow
where highways and rural roads were im-
possible to keep open, President Truman
declared the storm stricken area a Na-
tional Emergency, and the military were
called to the rescue. Airlifts dropped
hay to livestock, food and fuel supplies,
and medicines to farms and ranches, no
doubt saving these areas from suffering
greater losses.

San Luis & Rio Grande RR Sends F4A0M-2F 459 to Dansville, NY

The Permian Basin Railways short line
San Luis & Rio Grande Railroad operat-
ing over the rugged Sangre de Christo
mountains released another ex-Cana-
dian American, eex-Amtrak F40M-2F
from the southern Colorado rail line
that crosses La Veta Pass. SLRG 459
made one of its last trips in Colorado
on November 14, 2008, between Monte
Vista and Alamosa, Colorado. It was
noted at Union Pacific’s North Yard in
Denver on Thanksgiving Day, 11/27/08.
It likely left Denver on 11/29/08 bound
for North Platte en route to American
Motive Power in Dansville, New York.

The 459 still had Canadian Ameri-
can on the conductors side along with
the Canadian American herald. The en-
gineer’s side had a SLRG herald under
the cab window from its latest assign-
ment working the former Denver & Rio
Grande Western RR lines emanating out
of Alamosa.

The SLRG replaced the EMD built
F40PH’s in 2007-2008 with GE built
B39-8 units numbered in the 8500%.
SLRG rosters 8542 and 8577 in red
with yellow lettering paint scheme.
