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News Notes From The President

On June 26th, a special train will
leave Antonito, Colorado, to focus on
the spectacular geology en route to Cha-
ma, New Mexico.

You can join
a cadre of distinguished geologists for an
extraordinary day on the Cumbres and
Toltec Scenic Railroad.

The Grand Canyon Railway no longer
runs steam engines on a regular basis,
but does make several special runs each
year. In 2011, the railroad will operate
ten steam trips. Regular steam power is
former Burlington 2-8-2 #4960. Longer
trips from Williams to the Grand Can-
yon will operate on two dates.

In late May, Union Pacifics Chal-
lenger steam locomotive will make a
goodwill tour starting in Kansas City,
heading east through Jefferson City and
St. Louis before turning south en route
to Little Rock, Arkansas.

The Association of American Rail-
roads has reported that 2010 was the
safest year in the history of U.S. freight
railroading, with the number of train
accidents involving Class I freight rail-
roads falling by 3% and the number of
employee casualties falling by 14%.

Trinity Rail Group will supply leas-
ing company GATX with 12,500 rail-
cars in the next five years. The order

will include both tank cars and freight
cars. American Railcar Industries, Inc. is
expected to start delivering an order for
3500 cars (tanks & hoppers) to leasing
outfit CIT Rail Resources this month.
During 2010, railcar loadings increased
by almost 10%.

The Fort Collins Municipal Railway
Association, which operates the historic
trolley line in that Colorado city, is seek-
ing volunteers to serve as conductors
and motormen. The trolley runs week-
ends and holidays from May through
September.

The Port of Corpus Christi (Texas) Commission-
ers have leased about 18 acres at the bulk terminal to Colorado-based New Elk
Coal Co., a subsidiary of Toronto-based Cline Mining Corp. New Elk plans to ship
about 1 million tons of metallurgical coal in 2011 to primary markets in Europe,
Brazil and Korea. Met coal is a primary ingredient in 70 percent of the world’s in-
tegrated mill steel production.
