paper mill, Apache Railways’ largest customer, in October 2012.

The Apache Railway will continue operating — “Here’s where we are today,” said
Snowflake Town Manager Paul Watson, explaining that they have a $6 million note
and will go to anyone and everyone that will listen. He said that he feels that the
railway will be operating sufficiently to cover that debt and there are a number of
entities that are dependent on that railway. “When they get to utilizing that railway,
the revenues will be far sufficient to cover that debt,” he concluded.

The Snowflake Community Foundation is a non-profit organization that carries
the debt and owns the stock of the Apache Railway, explained attorney David Brown.
“We've been very careful to not have the town incur any liability.” He noted that
Snowflake is unique, that no other place has land, water, natural gas and a railroad.
“They are very valuable.” Instead of a final farewell we have a new chapter in the
making ...
