In early June, a wildfire started on the
south side of the Royal Gorge in Colora-
do. Before long, it had also spread to the
north rim and destroyed some planks in
the famous suspension bridge. The park
lost some buildings on both sides of the
gorge, along with the aerial tram. The in-
cline railway suffered damage, as did the
narrow gauge display of D&RGW #499,
and caboose 0584 was lost. The standard
gauge line at the bottom of the canyon
seems to have avoided much disruption.
Not too far from there, large fires were
later threatening tourist rail operations
around South Fork and Wagon Wheel
Gap, but fire crews were hopeful about
saving those places at the time of this
writing.
