Union Pacific #844 had a beautiful
day for a railfan excursion on July 21,
2013, though the line was busy with
freight. The Sunday return trip of the
Frontier Days train found the crew
making a special effort to give a couple
of run-bys near the northern edge of

Colorado.

We mentioned in January that the
U.P. was looking at restoring a 4-8-8-4
steam loco. Their steam team has been
spending time in California inspecting
and prepping Big Boy #4014 for move-
ment to Cheyenne for that purpose. The
railroad has arranged the transfer with
the help of the Railway & Locomotive
Historical Society chapter that has cared
for it since 1962. This Alco engine was
built in September of 1941 as one of 25,

of which 8 survive.

BNSF Railway brought in a business
train and curtailed operations through
Ft. Collins, Colorado, one day last
month. A major bicycling event passed
through town, and the railroad wanted
to help with traffic and crowd control to
avoid accidents.

The Railway & Locomotive Historical
Society has honored Cornelius W. Hauck
for a lifetime of service and excellence in
railroad history. Hauck, who is also a
long-time member of the Club and the
CRRM, joined the Society in the 1940s

and has been one of its officers.

The San Luis
Central began freight and passenger ser-
vice September 1, 1913.

Former New Mexico Governor Dave
Cargo died in early July.
